Examples of events would 
be attending a summer festival and having a creative activity for participants to engage with 
and therefore learn more about Creative Pictou County. The Programming Manager will also 
support running free arts activities for youth and the community around Pictou County and 
assist with two summer art camps for youth in the studio (located within the deCoste Culture 
Hub).  
This role will work closely with the Marketing and Communications Manager, another 
position funded through the Canada Summer Jobs program.
